Ernest C. Swift, Jr., affectionately known as “Coach Swift”, was born February
14, 1947 in Orlando, Florida to parents, Ernest C. Swift, Sr. and Thelma
Austin. He was a proud graduate of the historic Phyllis Wheatley High School
Class of 1965. After high school, Ernest attended Bethune-Cookman College
and received a Bachelor of Science degree in 1969. 

 Ernest went on to join the United States Army and proudly served from 1970
to 1972. After returning home, he continued his education at Rollins College
and earned his Masters of Education degree in 1978. He went on to earn a
Bachelor of Business Administration from Jones College in 1981. 

 Ernest met and married the love of his life, Mollie Mae Poole Swift. To this
union was born one son, Othellus Swift, Sr. 

 Coach Swift’s heart was as big as his stature. His career was equally the
same. He began his career as a Physical Education Teacher at Robinswood
Jr. High School from 1973 to 1984. He went on to serve as Head Coach at the
historic Jones High School from 1984 to 1993, where he led the schools
football team to a record of 66-41 during his tenure. 

 Coach Swift returned to his home town of Apopka, Florida to serve as Dean of



Students and later an Assistant Principal at Apopka High School until his
retirement in 2012. 

 Coach Swift was very involved in his church, New Hope Mission-ary Baptist
Church and his community. He was indeed an icon within the Apopka
community and abroad as he has touch so many lives throughout his career
as an educator. 

 He was preceded in death by his parents: Ernest Swift, Sr. and Thelma Swift;
wife, Mollie Mae Swift; and brother, Othellus Swift. 

 Left to cherish his memory are his children, Othellus Swift, Sr. And Tangela
Thomas, both of Apopka, Florida; siblings: Eugene Swift, Sr. (Kaye) of
Apopka, Florida and Grace Swift of Maryland; faithful cousins: Steve Austin,
