She also protested participating in sit-ins and even spent time in a jalil
cell.

After starting a family and relocating from Ocala, Florida to the Historic Town
of Eatonville, Florida, she continued to serve her community by campaigning
for local, state, and national government officials.

She along with a group of dedicated ladies formed an organization called The
Eatonville Citizens Committee, later known as The Eatonville Citizens, Inc.
These ladies were essentially the “Mothers of Eatonville” working together to
beautify and uplift the community.

In the early 1990’s, she became an elected official for the Historic Town of
Eatonville, serving her community for more than 25 years. In the last year
prior to her passing, she continued serving as a mentor to the next generation
of political hopefuls, who wish to serve the Eatonville Community.
